Directions to Bondville, Vermont and Stratton Mountain

On the following pages are directions to Bondville, Vermont and the Stratton Mountain Resort access road.  

The Stratton access road starts in Bondville, Vermont off Rt. 30.  It is a right turn coming South on Rt. 30 from Manchester.  It is a left turn coming up North on Rt. 30 from Brattleboro.  Christie’s, the only all-night 7/11 stop for food and gas, is on the far North corner of the Access road.   

Directions individual Stratton Condos from Stratton Access Road

From Bondville Rt. 30, turn on to the Stratton Mountain Access Road.  (It is a right turn coming South on Rt. 30 from Manchester.  A left turn coming up North on Rt. 30 from Brattleboro.)  Christie’s, the only all night 7/11 place for food and gas, is on the far North corner.   

· For the Intervale Complex, drive up the access road about eight tenths of a mile and note the first streetlamp is on the left. Make right by the InterVale sign into the InterVale Condominiums Road.

· For the Piper Ridge Complex, drive up the access road about 1.2 miles to Upper Taylor Hill Road.  Make a left and drive in (probably less than a mile).  The Piper Ridge complex is on the right, right after the sign.

· For Mountain Reach, Mountain Watch and Village Watch.  Continue to the Village (four miles from Route 30).  The Mountain Reach and Mountain Watch complex are the first right after the Pedestrian Crossing sign (blinking light).   The Village Watch complex is the second right (about 500 feet down the road).

· For OberTal and SlopeSide at Stratton, continue another 1000 feet until you see the signs on the right.  Make a right.

· For the Sports center, Vantage Point, Crown Point and Stylesbrook, continue past the Stratton Springs condos on the left and turn left.  Go straight down the road to Vantage Point and make the last left.  Crown Point and Stylesbrook are on the right.

General Notes

Just a few notes for all renters:

· Please remove shoes and leave them in foyer when entering unit.  Do not bring your poles or ski equipment into the unit.

· Please be sure that you pull door shut tightly when you exit and close all patio doors.  When you leave finally, leave the doors open to the cabinets below the sinks so air can circulate.

· Leave all the ashes in the fireplace.  The caretakers will remove them.

I. To Stratton, Via New York State Thruway (Western route)

Starting from New Jersey: take the Palisades Parkway or NJ Route 17 North to 87 North.

Starting from Manhattan: a) take FDR Drive North to Willis Avenue Bridge and make left after Bridge onto 87 (the Major Deegan turns into the Thruway), or b) take FDR North or West Side Drive North to George Washington Bridge to Palisades Parkway North to 87 North, c) take the Lincoln Tunnel to Route 17 North to 87 North, or d) take 3rd Avenue uptown (making right onto 124th Street)to the Triboro bridge onto the Deegan (87 North).

* NYS Thruway (87) North to Exit 23 - pay toll.

* Take Route 787 North to Troy - over 5 miles.

* Take exit marked: Troy Route 7 East - Bennington VT

Exit ramp turns into Route 7 (continue straight).

* Take NY Route 7 East to the Vermont border (about 25 miles) - it will turn into Vermont Route 9 at the border (no turns required)

* Take Vermont Route 9 to Bennington (to stay on Route 9 in Old Bennington, you will have to make a quick left and right in front of a church in the middle of the road).

* In the town of Bennington, make a left at the second light (sign will read Truck route - Vermont Route 7 North).

* Go through stop signs and make a left at the Tee.

* When you reach the highway, bear right on Vermont Route 7 North and stay on Route 7 approximately 22 miles.

* Take exit 4 marked 'Manchester - Vermont Routes 11 and 30'. Make a right at the stop sign at the end of the ramp.

* Take Routes 11/30 until they split up (about 9 miles). Make a right turn onto route 30 South towards Bondville. (If you pass Bromley on your left, you missed the turn!)

* Take Route 30 South into Bondville (about 7 miles). The Stratton Mountain Road appears immediately on your right after the 7/11 gas station/convenience store.

* Make a right onto Stratton Mountain Access Road

II.  To Stratton, Via Taconic Parkway (Central/shortest route)

Starting from Manhattan: a) Take the FDR drive North to the Willis Avenue Bridge. Make a left turn after the bridge onto 87 North (Major Deegan). Take 87 North to Yonkers and exit at 'Route 100 - Central Ave'. Bear right after the exit. You will see the 'Sprain Parkway North' on your left in about four blocks. Make the left turn onto the Sprain. 

Or b) take 3rd Avenue north to the Triboro Bridge (making left on 124th street), taking the Bruckner Expressway East to the Bronx River Parkway North (which becomes the Sprain Parkway)

* Sprain Parkway North to the Taconic Parkway North (the Sprain becomes the Taconic).

* Take Taconic Parkway North to the very end. Pick up a ticket at the tollbooth.

* Take 90 East and pay toll. Exit after toll for 'Last exit in NY - Route 22'. At the exit, bear left twice onto Route 22 North.

* Take Route 22 North until it meets NY Route 7 (about 35 miles). Make a right onto NY Route 7 which becomes VT Route 9 at border.   

* Take Vermont Route 9 to Bennington (to stay on Route 9 in Old Bennington, you will have to make a quick left and right in front of a church in the middle of the road).

* In Bennington, make a left at the second light (sign will read Truck route - Vermont Route 7 North).

* Go through stop signs and make a left at the Tee.

* When you reach the highway, bear right on Vermont Route 7 North and stay on Route 7 approximately 22 miles.

* Take exit 4 marked 'Manchester - Vermont Routes 11 and 30'. Make a right at the stop sign at the end of the ramp.

* Take Rte 11/30 until they split up (about 9 miles). Make a right turn onto Route 30 towards Bondville. (If you pass Bromley on your left, you missed the turn!)

* Take Route 30 South into Bondville (about 7 miles). The Stratton Mountain Road appears immediately on your right after Christy's gas station/convenience store.

* Make right onto Stratton Mountain Road.

III. To Stratton, Via Route 91 (Eastern route)

=> via 95 and 91
Leaving from Long Island: Take the Throgs Neck Bridge to 95 N/E to New Haven, Conn. At New Haven, take 91 North through Hartford, Conn., then Springfield, Mass. to Vermont Exit 2.  Take Rt. 9 to Rt. 30 North.  It is 33 miles to Bondville.

=> via 684
Leaving from Manhattan: Take FDR Drive North to Willis Avenue Bridge.  Make a left after bridge onto the Major Deegan (87 North), which you will take past Yonkers until it meets the Cross- Westchester Expressway (287). Take 287 East until it meets 684, and then exit on 684 North.

Leaving from Long Island: Take Whitestone Bridge to the Hutchinson Parkway. Take the Hutchinson Parkway until left fork for 684 North

* Take 684 North until it tees off on Route 84. Bear right onto Route 84 East to Hartford.

* As you approach Hartford on 84 East, exit on Route 91 North.

=> via Merritt Parkway

Leaving from Manhattan: Take 3rd Avenue to Triboro Bridge (making right on 124th street). Take Bruckner Expressway East to Hutchinson Parkway North. 

Leaving from Long Island: Take Whitestone Bridge to the Hutchinson Parkway. Take the Hutchinson Parkway until it becomes the Merritt Parkway.

* Take Meritt Parkway and exit at 91 North (about 60 miles). Note that Merrit Parkway become the Wilbur Cross Parkway before you hit 91 (name change only).

* Take 91 North through Hartford

=> From 91 North

* Take 91 North through Massachusetts into Vermont.  Take second exit for Brattleboro which is marked 'Exit 2 – Route 9'.  Make a left after exit and look for Cedar Street about one half mile or five blocks down on your left (far left corner house has a white picket fence). Take Cedar Street until it tees off on Route 30 at bottom of a steep hill (through 2 stop signs). Make a left at the Tee onto Route 30 North.

* Take Rte 30 North through Jamaica into Bondville (about 25 miles). The Stratton Access Road appears immediately on your left after the Norse House ski shop.

* Make a left onto Stratton Access Road.

Condo Locator Map

The following diagram is a fairly accurate layout of the mountain.  Stratton is built on a slope and the Village is close to 2,000 feet above sea level.  Therefore, the diagram is an approximation of the layout provided for directions.
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You enter Stratton on the access road from Rt. 30 and you will be driving on the road immediately above. 

Please observe the 25 mph sign and remember to stop for Pedestrians in the Village and Vermont.  This diagram is not correct.  When you get to the Pedestrian Crossing sign with the green blinking light you are in the Village.
